Water is as important as air for our

survival. We need water to drink when
we are thirsty. We cannot stay thirsty for
long. Plants too cannot live long without
water. Water is also needed for cooking,
bathing, washing and construction work.

It is important for us to drink pure
water. The purest form of natural water
is rainwater. Rainwater can dissolve
substances from the air, collect dirt,
certain living and dead things and other
impurities. This water must be purified
and made suitable for drinking.
